When one of my twins, Wesley, was 19 months old, he contracted RSV.

This was in November, but at the time all of my kids were sick with something,

I figured only newborns, smaller infants, or those with certain underlying conditions were at risk.

So, this was a big learning experience for me.

He stayed three nights, which for me were three awful nights of worry and guilt over not bringing him sooner.

When we finally could take him home, his breathing still wasn’t great.

But the doctor assured us that all we could do was manage symptoms while he slowly improved.

And he did, but the whole process put a huge strain on our family.

We went in with just the clothes on our backs, no supplies.

Thankfully, our extended family took care of our other kids, making sure they were ok,

So, if there’s advice I could give to other parents, it would be to have RSV on your radar,
